Activity 1. Look, listen and repeat. (10 minutes)
Goal: - Ss will be able to understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts (pictures) to ask and answer questions about the job of a family member.

Set the context:

- Have Ss look at Pictures a and b and identify the characters in the pictures.

- Play the audio twice (sentence by sentence). Correct their pronunciation where necessary.
