A. PRESENTATION

Activity 1. Look, listen and repeat. (8 minutes)

1. Goal: To understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts in which the characters ask and answer questions about the weather last weekend.
2. Set the Context:
-Set the scene: ask Ps to identify the new characters in the pictures and introduce the situation

-Have pupils look at Pictures a and b and identify the characters in the pictures.

-Ask pupils to look at Picture a. Play the recording for them to listen. 

-Play the recording again for pupils to listen and repeat in chorus, sentence by sentence. Follow the same procedure with Picture b. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.

-Invite a few pairs to the front of the class to listen and repeat the sentences in the recording. 

-Make some questions to check Ps’comprehension of the language

Have Ps look at the picture and elicit the question and the answer in context.

+ What the weather like yesterday? 

- Have Ps look at the place where a family member goes at the weekend - Have Ps look at the first speech bubble and read What the weather like yesterday? - It was ___  
- Give Ps time to practise asking and answering the question What the weather like yesterday? - It was ___ . in pairs. 
- Invite a few pairs to practise asking and answering questions about where a family member goes at the weekend.
- If time allows, let Ps point at where a family member goes at the weekend, ask and answer questions about where a family member goes at the weekend.

Activity 4. Listen and number. 8 minutes

Goal: To listen to and understand two communicative contexts about the weather and tick the correct pictures.

-  Elicit the name of weekend activities in each picture.

-  Check comprehension the difference between the two pictures. 

-T ask Ps to guess the answers.

+ T writes Ss’ guessing on the board.

- Listen to the tape:

+  Play the recording

+ Play the recording again and get Ps to swap books with their partners.

+ Play the recording again to check answers together as a class. 

+ Write the answers on the board for Ps to correct their answers. Then checks Ps’ guessing.

-  Play the recording, sentence by sentence, for the class to listen and repeat in chorus.

Activity 5. :   Look, complete and read (9 minutes)

Goal:  To complete two gapped sentences and two gapped exchanges with the help of picture cues.

- Get pupils to look at the pictures. Get them to identify where and the weather in the pictures
- Have pupils look at the four incomplete sentences. Draw their attention to the missing words in the sentences.
- Model with sentence 1. Ask them what is missing in the sentence (yellow). Have them look at the picture and complete the gap, then read the completed sentence in chorus.

- Follow the same procedure with sentence 2,3 and 4. 

- Draw the pupil’s attention to the gap in sentence 2, and 3; particularly, the two gaps in sentence 4. 

- Tell pupils to think about the appropriate word to fill each gap.

- Have pupils complete the sentences individually and ask a few pupils to stand up and read them aloud.

Game: Role play

- Divide the class into 2 teams.

- Invite 1 student in each team to go to the board and role play. 

- Give points to each team.

- Encourage students to role play to practise speaking English.

 Activity 6. Let’s sing  (8 minutes) 

 Goal: To sing the song What was the weather like yesterday? with the correct pronunciation, rhythm and melody.

- Ask Ss’ attention to the title and the lyrics of the song. Encourage them to point at the characters’ picture to check understanding. 

- Give Ss listen to the whole song, focus on pronunciation and melodies.

- Ss listen and repeat line by line, correct pronunciation is necessary.

- Play the recording all the way through for Ss to sing along.

- Divide the class into groups to sing the song, call some group to perform while the rest of the class clap along.

- If time allows, ask Ss to replace where a family member goes at the weekend in the song to sing.

Goal: To listen to and understand two communicative contexts about making and responding to suggestions to go to somewhere.

- Draw pupils’ attention to the pictures. Ask questions to help pupils identify the people and places in the pictures.

- Play the recording for pupils to listen to. Play the recording again for them to listen and do the task by matching the people to the place. Play the recording a third time to give pupils another listening opportunity.

- Check answers as a class. Play the recording again for pupils to double-check their answers.

- If time allows, play the recording, sentence by sentence, for the class to listen and repeat individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.

Activity 5. Look, complete and read.    8 minutes 

Goal: To complete two gapped exchanges with the help of picture cues.
- Have pupils look at the pictures. Get them to identify the people, weather and places in the pictures.

- Have pupils look at the two gapped exchanges. Draw their attention to the missing words.

- Model Exchange 1. Have pupils look at the first gap. Ask them what word is missing (sunny). Then have them complete the sentence (It’s sunny.). Get them to guess the missing words in the following sentences (Great). Repeat the same procedure with Exchange 2.

- Get pupils to swap books with a partner and check their answers before checking as a class. Ask a few pairs to read the completed exchanges aloud.

Activity 6. Let’s play “Slap the board and say”.  7 minutes 

Goal: To revise target vocabulary items and structures by playing Slap the board and say game.
- Tell pupils that they are going to play Slap the board and say in group. 
- Stick cards on the board (water park, cinema, swimming pool, bookshop, supermarket, bakery)

- Divide class into 2 groups. Each group has 6 players. When teacher say bookshop, the first player in each group runs to the board and slap the card then say I want to the bookshop.
- Continue to the last players. The group that gets the more points at the end of the game wins.

- Lead into new lesson.
Activity 1. Listen and repeat.  7 minutes 

Goal: To correctly repeat the two- syllable words sunny and rainy with the stress on the first syllable in isolation and in the sentences It’s sunny today. And I don’t like rainy weather.
- Draw pupils’ attention to the the word sunny and the sentence It’s sunny today. Play the recording and encourage pupils to point at the the word and the sentence while listening

- Explain to pupils what word stress is, in Vietnamese if necessary.
- Play the recording again and encourage pupils to listen to and repeat the the word and the sentence. Do this several times until pupils feel confident. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.

- Repeat the the word rainy and the sentence I don’t like rainy weather.
- Let pupils work in pairs or groups, pronouncing the words and reading the sentences until they feel confident.
- Invite some pupils to listen and repeat in front of class
Activity 2. Listen and circle.   8 minutes 

Goal: To identify the target words sunny and rainy while listening.

- Tell pupils the goal of the activity. Explain that they have to listen to the recording and circle the correct options. Check comprehension.

- Play the recording for pupils to listen to. Play the recording again for pupils to listen and circle the correct options.

- Tell pupils to swap books with a partner, then check the answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board.

- Play the recording again for pupils to double-check their answers.

- Invite one or two pupils to stand up, listen to and repeat the completed sentences.

Activity 3. Let’s chant.   8 minutes 
Goals: To say the chant with the correct pronunciation, word stress and rhythm

- Draw pupils’ attention to the lyrics of the chant. Check their comprehension.

-  Play the recording all the way through for pupils to listen to the whole chant. Encourage them to listen carefully to the rhythm and pronunciation. Draw pupils’ attention to the sounds of the letters g and s in the words go and television.

- Play the recording, line by line, for pupils to listen and repeat. Correct their pronunciation if necessary.

- Play the recording all the way through for pupils to chant along. Encourage them to clap along while chanting.

- Divide the class into two groups to take turns listening to and repeating the chant while the rest of the class claps along.

-Draw pupils’ attention to the incomplete sentences and answer options. Have pupils pay attention to the gap and the three answer options for each sentence. Ask pupils to read the letter again and circle the correct options.

- Set a time limit for pupils to do the task. Go around the classroom and offer help where necessary.

- Select a few pupils to read their answers in front of the class. Get them to provide reasons for their answers. Then check answers as a class and give explanations where necessary.

Activity 5. Let’s write.   7 minutes 

Goal: To write a short paragraph about the weather and the family going to the supermarket the help of the suggested questions and an incomplete paragraph
- Ask pupils to read the questions and incomplete paragraph to identify how the task is done. Check comprehension.
- Give pupils time to read and guess what they have to write. The write their answer on the notebook. Ask them do the task independently. Go around the classroom and offer help if necessary.

- Get pupils to swap their books with a partner and check their answers.
- Invite a few pupils to read their completed texts in front of the class.
Activity 6. Project.    10 minutes 

Goal: To present weather characteristics features in different places by using the target language.
- Tell pupils the goal of the activity. Explain that they show weather chart that they have made at home and tell the class about the weather last weekend and today in different places

- Have pupils work in groups of five. Each pupil shows his/ her weather chart that they have made at home and tell the class about the weather last weekend and today in different places.

Ex: It was sunny in Ha Noi last weekend. It’s rainy in Ha noi today….

- Invite a few pupils show their work and talk about the weather in front of the class. Have pupils stick their charts on the wall as a display.

- Have the rest of the class applaud if pupils perform well.
