I. Objectives:

Warm-up

	Option 1:   

 “Ball Circle” game

· Divide the class into groups of 5–10. Each group sits in a circle. Give each group a ball.

· One child asks, “Where are you from?” and throws the ball to another child who answers. This child then asks, “Where are you from?”  and throws the ball to another child. 

· Continue until every child has had a turn.  
	· Teacher – Whole class/ groupwork

	
	Option 2:

Find your partner
· Prepare some picture cards about some famous places in Viet Nam and write a number in one side of each.

· Give each student one picture card.

· Have students find the partner who has the same number. 

· Have students make questions and answers about the information in their picture cards.

E.g: 
Student 1: Where are you from?

Student 2: I’m from Ho Chi Minh City.

· Have students hands up when they have finished their activity.

· Check students who are correct.

A. Listen and point. Repeat. (CD2 - Track 57)

· Use some pictures to introduce the new words (Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, Saturday, Sunday). Ask students if they know how many days in a week. 

· Have students listen to each new word.

· Arrange the flashcards on the board, play audio, and point to each flashcard.

· Play audio again and have students point to the pictures in their books.

· Play audio again and have students listen and repeat.
· Have students work in pairs, one of them points to the pictures in the book and the other says the words.
	· Teacher – Whole class

· Teacher – Whole class/ individuals/ pair work


	
	Option 1:

"Word Tennis" game 

· Have one student come to the front and play with you.

· Say a word from the lesson or unit and pretend to hit a ball to the student. Have the student respond with another word and hit it back to you. Continue until someone repeats a word or can't go.

· Divide the class into pairs and have them play with each other.

· Have some pairs demonstrate the activity in front of the class.
	· Teacher – Whole class/ individuals/ pair work

	
	Option 2:

Hold it up 
· Have students put their books in their desks.

· Give each student a flashcard about days of the week. 

· Say a word and have the students hold up the correct pictures.  
	· Teacher – Whole class/ individuals

· Have student identify the picture and call out the things they can see.

· Introduce the situation. The teacher is starting her lesson, she asks her students,” What day is it today?’…..
· Play audio and have students listen and read. 
2. Listen and circle (CD2 – Track 59)
· Play audio and demonstrate the activity using the example.

· Play audio and have students listen and circle.

· Play audio again and check answers as a whole class

· Have students turn to page 70.

	Option 1:
Role play

· Have students work in pairs and guide them how to make a conversation.

E.g:

S1: Hi, (Minh)./Hello….
S2: Hi, (Tam)./Hello….
S1: What day is it today?
S2: It’s Monday. And it’s my birthday.
S1: Yay! Happy birthday.
· Have some pairs demonstrate in front of the class.
	· Teacher – Whole class/ pair work

	
	Option 2:
“Pass the pen” game 

· Divide the class into groups of four. Have them sit round a table.

· Give each group a small pile of paper strips (ten or twelve strips depending on the number of items you want to revise) and a board pen.

· Play music and have students pass the pen around the group. When the music stops, the child holding the pen is the writer, and he or she is the only one who can touch the pen. The rest of the team can help and offer contributions, but they can’t touch the pen. 

· Show a picture and have the child holding the pen writes down a sentence on a strip of paper. The first team to finish writing hold up their strip of paper and say Stop! The other teams look to check if the sentence is correct. Give one point for the winner.

· Continue the game as the same way.

Warm-up

· Sing the song of part C ( page 64 – Student’s Book) and do the actions.
	· Teacher – whole class

	
	Option 1:   

“Hangman” game

· Split the class into four teams. 

· Draw the hangman board and draw blank spaces for the word the teacher wants them to guess. (E.g. _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ - Thursday)

· Have each team guess a letter. If they guess it correctly then they get one point for each letter in the word. If they get it wrong then draw a head, body, 2 legs and 2 arms. 

· When the teacher draws all the parts of body the game is over and the teacher starts a new game. 

· The winner is the one with the most points at the end of the last puzzle.
	· Teacher –  Whole class/ groupwork

	
	Option 2:

"Buzz" game 

· Get students standing in a circle. 

· Start by passing the ball around the circle with students.

· Say a day as pass the ball (Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, ….etc.).  When the day reaches “Sunday” the student holding the ball must say "Buzz" instead of “Sunday”.  
	· Teacher –  Whole class/ individuals

	D. Point, ask, and answer.

Practice (optional).

· Divide the class into two teams. 

· Show a flashcard to the class.

· Have Team A ask the questions and Team B answer. 

· Swap roles and repeat.

E.g.

(Teacher shows a flashcard "Tuesday".)

• Team A: "What day is it today?" 

• Team B: "It's Tuesday."

Point, ask, and answer.

· Divide the class into pairs.

· Have Student A point to a picture and ask, have Student B answer.

· Swap roles and repeat.

· Afterwards, have some pairs demonstrate the activity in front of the class.

Answer key

1.What day is it today? - It's Monday.
2.What day is it today? - It's Tuesday.
3.What day is it today? - It's Wednesday.
4.What day is it today? - It's Thursday.
5.What day is it today? - It's Friday.
6.What day is it today? - It's Saturday.
7.What day is it today? - It's Sunday.
	· Teacher – Whole class/ pair work


	
	E. Play "Guess the picture."
· Have students look at the example.

· Divide the class into two teams.

· Have a student stand facing away from the board and stick a flashcard on the board behind them.

· Have someone from the same team ask the student a question about the flashcard.

· Have the student try to guess without looking at the flashcard.

· Give that team one point if it's a correct guess.

· Have teams take turns.
	· Teacher – Whole class/ groupwork


	
	“Pass the balls” game

· Teacher prepares some pictures/flashcards.

· Give two different colored balls to two students, a red ball (ask the question) and a yellow ball (answer the question).
· Have students listen to music and pass the balls.

· Stop music suddenly.

· Have the student with a red ball point at the flashcard/picture and make a question for the student who has yellow ball. 

E.g. 

· The student with the red ball will ask, “What day is it today?”.

· The student with the yellow ball will answer his/ her friend’s question.

· Continue in the same way.

· Have students look at the pictures, read the questions and answers then tick the correct boxes, cross the remains.

· Teacher and students correct all the answers as a whole class.

	Option 1:

“Spin the Bottle” game

· Divide the class into the group of five.

· Have students sit in a circle with a bottle in the middle.  

· The teacher gives some pictures to each group.

· One student points at the picture and asks a question (E.g. What day is it today?) and spins the bottle. 

· When it stops, the student who is pointed to has to answer. Then he/she asks a question and spin the bottle. 

· Have students continue the game as the same way.
	· Teacher –  Whole class/ groupwork



	
	Option 2:

"Lucky number" game

· Divide the class into four teams.

· Divide each team into pairs.

· Have the teacher prepares some cards (Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, Saturday, Sunday) with random points on their backs (E.g. 1 / 5 / 10 / 20 points) and put them in a box.

· Have one student pick up one card and ask his/her partner. (E.g. What day is it today?).

· Have his/her partner answer. (E.g. It’s (Saturday).)

· If they are correct, they will get the corresponding point for their team.

· Continue with the other pairs.

· The team that gets the most points wins.

	Option 1:   

“Vanishing Flashcards” Game 

· Divide the class into four teams.

· Place flashcards on the board.  

· Give them a moment to memorize the flashcards and then tell them to close their eyes.  

· Take away one of the flashcards and then tell the students to open their eyes again.  

· The teacher askes “What day is it today?”.
· The first student who guesses the missing flashcard and answer correctly (E.g. It’s (Tuesday).) gets one point for his/her team. 
· The first team to have the most points wins.
	· Teacher – Whole class/ groupwork

	
	Option 2:

“Musical chairs” game

· Have students sit on their seats.

· Play music and ask them to move around.

· Take away two chairs and suddenly stop music. 

· Have students sit on any chairs. 

· The two students who have no chairs to sit on will ask questions and answer.

· E.g. 

· Student A: What day is it today?

· Student B: It’s (Thursday).

· Swap roles and continue the game in the same way.

	Alphabet Line-up

· Give each students an alphabet flashcard.  

· Play the Alphabet song and have the students skip around in a circle, singing along to the song.  

· Stop music at random points and the students have to line up in the correct alphabetical order according to their cards.

· Have students look at the pictures.

· Write two letters on the board and then say a word beginning or ending with one of their sounds.
· Have the students race to the board, touch that letter, and say the correct letter sound.
· The first student to touch the letter and say the letter sound gets a point for their team.
· Continue with other students and letters
	· Teacher – Whole class/ groupwork

	
	“Alphabet Hop Scotch”

· Divide the class into four teams.

· Have one student from each team come to the board.

· Draw many big circles (five, ten or twenty-six circles) on the floor. Each circle has a letter (E.g. Vv, Ww, Zz, Y)

· Students will hop into the circle, call out the letter and the object that begins with that letter. 

· The first student finishes all the circles will get one point for his/her team.

	Option 1:

Run and Write

· Divide the class into four groups.

· Have students stand in four lines.

· Say a word. (E.g. tiger) 

· Have the first student in each line run to the board and write the word.

· The fastest student who writes the correct word gets one point for his/her team. 
· Continue the game as the same way.

· The team that gets the most points wins.

	Option 2:

Back -  to -  back dictation

· Divide the class into pairs and have them sit back - to - back. Give each child a blank sheet of paper.

· Child A says a letter. Child B write down the word. ( E.g. B-Box). Swap the roles. 
· Once finished, the two children compare the answers.
	· Teacher – Whole class/ pair work
